She was proud to bring home 12th place
overall and represent her native heritage. Years later Janelle
continue to remind everybody that your body is capable of some
pretty amazing stuff, you just have to push and don't let anybody
tell you that you can't. She’s the proof of what dedication and hard
work can do.

Continuing her healthy living she elevated her business with a
different understanding of the body. All this new energy and views
she was scouted by a doctor of a private medical clinic to run the
Laser program. Within this new roll Janelle attended the “Cool
Sculpting” University in Washington DC for a Medical Invasive
treatment course. Extending her knowledge she’s now responsible
for all laser resurfacing, internal and hair removal treatments at
her clinic. Alphonse’s plans are to grow her technique with this
clinic and study from the established doctor and colleagues are
only surpassed by her desire to master her craft, understanding of
the business and grow the industry as a whole.
